As Reeves County Hospital District recognizes the benefits of primary health care, the Hospital is looking to build a new Rural Health Clinic that will house 12 providers.  This will have the effect of increasing access to primary healthcare for the community and will allow for the finding and successful treatment of medical conditions before they become serious enough to require hospitalization or emergency treatment.  Primary care is essential to a high-quality, efficient and effective health care delivery system.  
Furthermore, the Hospital District is looking to acquire a new 16-slice Multi-detector Computed Tomography (CT) scanner.  This X-Ray machine will provide state of the art imaging services and will have the benefits of providing a higher quality image, will provide for a more accurate diagnosis, allow for faster image acquisition time and allow the Hospital District to provide cat scan services to patients weighing up to 450lbs.  
Lastly, the Hospital District is looking to implement a new Information Technology System.  This system will include Electronic Medical Record’s (EMR’s) and will provide software for each Hospital Department allowing for increased operational efficiency throughout the Hospital.  Electronic Medical Records have been shown to decrease medical errors associated with patient medications, errors due to legibility, duplication of services, and shall improve access to vital patient information.  Additionally, it is federally mandated that healthcare providers provide healthcare services using electronic medical records by the year 2014.  After that, healthcare providers will be financially penalized through Medicare reimbursement.
